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THENIGHTMARE
CALLED...SAT

Every year in May the students have to
observe a peculiar scene: Juniors with gloomy and
tired faces and clear traces of insomnia walking
around the school with huge books and preparing
vigorously for something very important. Many may
wonder: what is this? This is the SAT.

SAT (Scholastic Aptitude Test) is a
standardized test that all the students of GZAAT have
to take at the end of their junior year, either in the
beginning of May or in the beginning of June.
Teachers
of English
and Math
start
preparing
t h e
students
for the
test
almost
from the
beginning
of the
year,
though at
that point the students do not quite realize what SAT
really is and how important it is. The revelation comes
already by the end of the year, when the test date is
coming steadily closer and closer. What happens
then? Days and nights spent on lessons and on
reading the books that help you write the test.
Phrases like: “How am I supposed to pass this test?”
are heard from almost every student, finally
culminating in May (or in June) when the students
take the actual test.

This year this terrible and vile event took
place on 5" May, in Goethe institute. Nervous and
anxious, students were checking if they had all the
necessary things to perform well on the test. Some
discovered that they had forgotten calculators, pens
or other stuff, but, fortunately, all went well. The test
took six hours (yes, six!) including all the necessary

procedures, 10-minute brakes and the SAT itself.

Almost all of the juniors were pessimistic
about their grades, even though some of them
claimed the test to be easier than the sample ones
they did in class. In the agitated expectation of their
scores the students of GZAAT had to spend two
weeks. And on the 20™ of May the results are finally
here.

Now, whether the juniors are happy with
the scores or not (and most of them are certainly
not happy), overall the results are quite good. While
the range is from 1500 to 2220, the greatest
percentage is closer to 1800-1900, which is quite
good for the first time. Actually, most of the teachers
will tell you
1800 is a
good score
if you are
taking the
test for the
first time,
and most of
our fellow
A A T
students got
a score
more Or
less close to
it. Three
students scored higher than 2000, which is a real
achievement for the first time. These were: George
Gureshidze, Keti Kiladze and Sandro Rochikashvili.

Probably all of the students will take the
test again in the fall of their Senior year. Some juniors
still have to take it on 5" June. Hopefully everybody
will get the scores that will satisfy them.

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VISAS...VISAS....

Alot of GZAAR students decided to visit USA this year.
Whether you seek knowledge, adventure or just are going
to have amazing shopping and fun, you are not able to do
it without the Visa. So GZAAT Gazette decided that it would
be useful to provide you with essential steps of how to
succeed in getting the Visa:

Step One: If you are going to visit the Summer school,
make sure that you are provided with [-20 Document, which
is United States Department of Homeland Security
document issued by colleges, universities, and vocational
schools that provides supporting information for the
issuance of a student visa.

Step Two: Do not forget to pay your Sevis fee. Sevis is
abbreviation for Student and Exchange Visitor
Information System, a web-accessible database used by
the Department of Homeland Security to collect, track and
monitor information regarding exchange visitors,
international students and scholars who enter the United
States on F, M or J visas. To pay this fee, you should go to
the webpage https://www.fmjfee.com/i901fee/. The amount
of payment is 200 $. It is important to keep in mind that the
SEVIS Identification Number that you will be asked, is
provided on your I-20 document.

Step Three: Of course you need to fill an application for
the interview. As of April 30, 2010, the new on-line,
nonimmigrant visa application DS-160 is now obligatory
for all visa applicants, regardless of nationality. In the
application you will be asked One 5 x Scm, white
background, and full face photograph, so do not forget to
take one and put it on the CD so that you will be able to
simply upload it. It is really important to keep in mind, that
the time required for filling the DS-160 form is really limited,
so I will recommend you to keep all the necessary
documents (I-20, Passport, National Identification card...)
near you. This will enable you to fill everything in time.
After finishing this procedure you will be given the Barcode
number, this code is essential to schedule the visa
appointment. Do not forget to bring the DS-160
Confirmation Page to the interview.

Step Four: You need to bring passport to the interview,
which is valid at least another 6 months. You might also
provide any previous passports

Step Five: Pay the application fee TBC-Bank $131
equivalent in Gels, and bring the receipt to the interview
Step Six: Bring any supporting documents to the interview,
such as the positions of your parents, Bank accounts, and
School’s confirmation that you really are attending
GZAAT...

Step Seven: DO NOT BE LATE; otherwise you will have to
go around the whole procedure over again

Step Eight: Stay confident and self assured.

Football authorities have heard the news that
our school ends at the end of this month and decided
that the football season should come to an end as
well.

Formation: 4-3-3

Goalkeeper: Hugo Lloris - Lyon

Lorris had a brilliant campaign this season, both
domestically and in Europe. It can be concluded that
he successfully continued his quest to become the
N1 in the World after Gigi Buffon. Lorris was the
key point why Lyon progressed to the semifinals in

the Champions League. He was performing wonderful
